BY-LAWS
CASTLE ROCK REPEATER GROUP, INC
ARTICLE |
NAME

The name of this club shall be the CASTLE ROCK REPEATER GROUP, INC, A
non-profit corporation registered under the Non-Profit Laws of the State of
Colorado.

ARTICLE Il

PURPOSE

As described under Article 2 of our Articles of Incorporation as amended June
18, 1978.

ARTICLE Il
MEMBERSHIP
Composed of persons as described under Article 5 of our Articles of
Incorporation. An annual roster of the paid membership as of March 1 shall be

published yearly. After

January 2000, no person will be awarded Life Membership, but those persons
who had previously been awarded Life Membership shall retain that status. (A)

ARTICLE IV
DUES

The annual dues of the Corporation shall be as determined annually by the
Board of Directors. Dues shall be remitted annually and become due each
Anniversary date from initial payment. If dues have expired, the member is
declared delinguent and must renew by remitting the amount due to reinstate
membership. (B)

ARTICLE V

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Nominations



A nominating committee consisting of two (2) Directors and one (1) member at
large shall be selected and appointed by the Board of Directors to prepare a slate
of candidates for the offices of Director. In the best interest of having as broad a
representation as possible, only one (1) member per family may serve
concurrently as a director or alternate director. ®

Section 2. Elections (D)

The election of Board of Director members shall be carried out each even
numbered year using the following timetable:

A. The nominating committee shall meet in July of the election year

B. The Ballots shall be prepared and mailed to the membership by August of
the election year.

C. Ballots shall be counted and results announced by September of the
election year.

D. The full new board shall meet to elect new officers as soon as practicable
after the vote counting, but at a minimum shall meet prior to the annual
meeting of the membership.

Section 3. The Board of Directors
The Board of Directors shall govern the affairs of the Corporation and shall be
elected in the manner and for the terms set forth in Article IV of the Articles of
Incorporation AS AMENDED Jun 18, 1978. A board member may be declared as
non-performing if that member does not attend three (3) consecutive Board
meetings. A non-performing Board member may be subject to removal by a vote
of the other Board members. (E)

ARTICLE VI

OFFICERS
Section 1. Elections
(a) A President, Vice-president, Secretary and Treasurer shall be chosen by the
eight Directors from their own number, voted upon one by one and in the
following manner in the order named above.
(b) A Presiding Officer who is selected by the carry over Directors at the first
meeting following a general election shall preside at the election of officers. He
shall open the Directors meeting for nominations for each office, one at a time
following usual requirement of one nomination. An invitation for a second
nomination will be extended, etc., until no further nominations for that office seem
forthcoming, at which time the Presiding Officer will invite and obtain a motion
that nominations be closed, followed by a second, and a final vote of the
Directors to do so.
(c) An election for each office by secret ballot will be conducted among the
Directors with a majority vote winning. In the event of a tie, one more vote will be
taken, and if tied again a two out of three coin flip will decide.
